Personal Safety    
• Walk with confidence and purpose  
• Be aware of your surroundings  
• Walk with a buddy; avoid isolation  
• Enter your car and lock it immediately 
• Don’t linger at your location [e.g. putting on makeup]  
Protect Your IPOD  
• Leave it at home or in a closed bag 
• If you use it, leave one ear-bud out and remain alert 
Tips on How to Carry a Purse  
• Over one shoulder, with purse in front of body  
• Keep money or valuables inside of it  
• If it is grabbed, let it go and get help 
Protecting Your Car from Theft or Damage  
• Lock doors, close windows, take keys with you 
• Remove valuables from sight 
• Put things in trunk BEFORE you arrive at your destination  
• Move your car closer to school if you are staying for after school 

or evening events
